Dear Chair Smith: 
 
Since the Proposed Budget was finalized for its May 1, 2023 introduction, the Administration 
has received new information on several state grants and other funding sources. Therefore, in 
accordance with Section 709 of the Anne Arundel County Charter, I am submitting to the County 
Council the attached proposed amendments to the FY 2024 Proposed Budget submitted to the 
County Council on May 1, 2023. The Budget Office has also requested this opportunity to 
correct several other technical errors and omissions. These amendments address the following 
general areas: 
 
 

Current Expense Budget 
 
A. Errors and Omissions 
 
Other Technical Corrections 
 

Chief Administrative Officer and Office of the County Executive – moves one Director of 
Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion position from the Office of the County Executive to the 
Office of the Chief Administrative Officer, and reclassifies one Assistant to the County 
Executive position from the Office of the County Executive to an Assistant to the Chief 
Administrative Officer position in the Office of the Chief Administrative Officer. Funding 
associated with these actions is already included in the proposed budget. 
 
Office of Finance - changes the pay grade of four Cashier II positions in the Office of 
Finance from grade NR-8 to grade OS-7.

With these amendments, the County remains within our affordability in the Capital Budget and 

Program.
