UPDATE:  
 

The Anne Arundel County Police Department received anonymous calls identifying both 
suspects. Through further investigation, both suspects were positively identified and the business 
safe was recovered. Both suspects were subsequently arrested and charged with two counts of 
Burglary, Theft Over $500, Theft Under $500 and Malicious Destruction of Property. Marcell 
Parker was arrested on June 20, 2009, and Theodore Blandford was arrested on June 17, 2009.
