CALLS FOR SERVICE

TOTAL INCIDENTS,
CALLS FOR SERVICE, AND
ADULT AND JUVENILE ARRESTS

The police department’s communications center processed over 500,000 total calls in 2005. The incidents are
broken down into emergency and administrative/alarm calls. Embedded within the total incidents handled are
reactive calls for service which are initiated by citizens or other agencies requesting police patrol services. Included in
the total incidents are 15,908 cancelled incidents.

Reactive calls for service initiated by citizens or outside agencies requiring a response by a police officer decreased
12,444 or 5.3% from 233,813 (2004) to 221,369 (2005).

There were 16,529 adult arrests in 2005, an increase of 316 over the previous year, or 1.9%. Juvenile arrests totaled
4,950, a decrease of 300 or 5.7% less than last year.
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
