• Stay on paths and out of wooded areas. (The woods have a lot of poison ivy). 
• Any camper leaving or arriving late/early must sign in/out of office.  Failure to do so may result in 

dismissal from the program. 
• Any action that causes injury to another child, or may have caused injury had the staff not intervened, 

may result in immediate dismissal from the camp.  The safety of children is not negotiable. 
• The most important rule:  HAVE FUN AND BE SAFE!!! 

 
CONSEQUENCES: 
 

• Verbal Warning 
• Removal from activity 
• Parent notification 
• Suspension 
• Dismissal 

 
Depending on the seriousness of the offense(s), any or all of the above listed consequences may be necessary.
