Sketch Plan: Required for subdivision of
land or recording of lot

Preliminary Plan: Development that
includes change of use, expansion of
leaseable space, improvement of vacant
land on a recorded lot; exceptions are
listed in Article 17-4-101; no subdivision
will occur with Preliminary Plan

Final Plan: Approval of final
decisions for the
associated sketch plan,
recording of mylar plat for
subdivision.

Plat: A legal recording of
the boundaries and
conditions of a piece of
land .

Approval of final decisions
for the associated
preliminary plan.

Resubmittal process is
repeated as needed
