Dear Anne Arundel County Council Members,

My name is Kevin J. Best, and I am a resident of Edgewater. I am writing to strongly 
oppose the proposed rezoning of Parcel 299 (7.13 acres) at the southwest intersection of 
MD 2 and MD 214 (Central Avenue) from RA (Rural Agricultural – one house per 20 
acres) to SB (Small Business – limited commercial development) under Bill No. 4-26 and 
Zoning Change CZ-R8-EDW-0600.

This property lies directly across from the Annapolis Evangelical Lutheran Church on the 
214 corridor, which has long served as the clear boundary between upper Anne Arundel 
County and the rural character of south county. Rezoning this site for commercial use 
would accelerate the commercialization of the southwest quadrant of MD 2 and MD 214, 
directly impacting the rural setting that defines our community and the quality of life for 
nearby residents like myself.

The area already has numerous vacant shops and buildings, indicating no shortage of 
commercial space. Adding new limited commercial development here would create 
unnecessary competition with the established and vibrant commercial area at Main Street 
in South River Colony in Edgewater, potentially harming existing businesses without 
benefiting the broader community.

Professional planning staff recommended keeping the property as RA, consistent with the 
original comprehensive zoning recommendation. Moreover, the original Planned Unit 
Development (PUD) that many homeowners in the area purchased into does not permit 
this type of use on the land. Even if Bill 4-26 passes, the property owner would still need 
to seek a special exception to amend the PUD — adding further process, uncertainty, and 
potential conflict with community expectations.

I urge the County Council to reject this amendment and maintain the RA zoning for this 
parcel as recommended. Preserving the rural character of south county along the 214 
corridor is essential for our community’s identity and future.
